To lift the Gondola Riding Car requires two persons. Lift only at the locations indicated in
Figure 1. It is recommended that you wear leather gloves while lifting since there are several
sharp corners. Failure to wear leather gloves may result in cuts and increase the possibility of
dropping the Locomotive, potentially causing damage and injury.

Do not attempt to rotate the wheels of the Gondola Riding Car. Your fingers or hand may get
caught in the moving parts resulting in personal injury.
